Rules for Skating

Only one visitor is allowed to skate at any given time.
On days where the exhibition is experiencing a large number of visitors,
time on Rink for each visitor may be limited, per the gallery host’s

discretion.

All skaters must sign a waiver in order to skate on Rink. Any skater under
18, must have their guardian sign the waiver on their behalf.

Skaters must be older than 8 years old.

All skaters must wear socks.

Skates may not be worn anywhere outside of the designated skating area.
Skaters must use the skates provided by the Figge Art Museum. Skates
were generously lent to the museum for the exhibition by Davenport Parks
and Recreation and The River’s Edge.

Helmets are not required, but are available if desired by visitors.

All visitors must wear skates in Rink, no shoes allowed on the skating
surface.

Jumping and fast or reckless skating are prohibited on Rink.
